1. Public Forum
Brickyard Lane Recreation Ground: looking to use recreation ground as a
permanent yxture for Hunt End Rangers under 10yrs old football team.

00 Looked at facility 2 years ago but as it gets waterlogged can be unusable.

00 Would like a lease on the land and would do ground improvements. Would
level the land and put in 2 adult pitches.

00 Most of the pooding comes from Golf Driving Range owned by SDC.

00 Would be prepared to level pitch and put ditch all around the side and
would be happy to do this free of charge.

0 As area used to be a tip would need to seek advice and if possible to re-
route drainage into ditch.

00 SDC will be doing work on this drain which will increase water pow.

00 Will need to bring this request to Council meeting for further discussion as
this is public open space.

00 SSSC were actively looking for youth team but only 7 a side. Situation and
Committee has now changed and this may solve a short term problem.
Can be raised at SSSC meeting.

00 Club has already looked at junior pitch but not a great deal of space and
markings could cause confusion.

00 Main question is the lease. Need to take advice of Auditors.

00 Parish Council has already looked at levelling the land.

00 Would need to have a plan of area to be used and cost of earthworks for
consideration of lease.

0 Because of cost and investment by the Club would want continuous use of
ground. Looking for a permanent home. Pitch and facilities would be used
on Saturday/Sunday evenings and training nights.

0 Question asked if they would be looking for funding as sometimes a lease
is a requirement. At this stage making enquiries. Would look to receive
money from local sponsors.

Liaise with Clerk. When plan and costs involved received then will be

discussed further at Parish Council Meeting.
